The City Council of the City of Dixon, Iowa met for a regular session on Wednesday August 7, 2024, at 6:00 p.m. at Dixon City Hall. Mayor Moeller presided.  Roll Call: Present: Manrique, Phares, Flynn. A motion was made by Flynn to approve the consent agenda and was seconded by Manrique. Roll Call: All Ayes. MC.

PUBLIC COMMENT:
A resident wanted to commend public works for cleaning up the sewer lagoon because the care had been previously lacking. A resident also wanted to share there was an issue at Muscatine and Lynn St where a maple tree was starting to grow into the sewer water way, the council stated they would meet with public works employees and sewer employees to address the issue.
OLD BUSINESS:
A motion was made by Phares to approve the VACATION OF RIGHT-OF-WAY PROPERTY LOCATED AT HIGH STREET AND WASHINGTON STREET and was seconded by Flynn. Roll Call: All ayes. MC.
NEW BUSINESS:
Council discussed with Attorney Cobie the next steps in the process of vacating the alley way behind Lynn St. Council Phares stated he would contact Abbitt and see when the land will be surveyed and will meet with Attorney Cobie following the survey.
Council discussed proper email procedures in accordance with Iowa Open Meeting Laws.

Manrique made a motion to approve S&V Fence to replace/repair damaged fence on Davenport St and was seconded by Flynn. Roll Call: All Ayes. MC.

Council discussed adding 10 extra hours to Public Works allotted hours for the month of September in preparation of the car show, special projects such as sidewalk edging for all of davenport street would be added.

Council discussed making sure proper notification of all council members for future issues or meetings would be done.

Council discussed timely publication of agendas. Council Manrique stated he would like agendas to be posted the Friday before the meeting instead of Monday or Tuesday before the meeting.

Council discussed the 2024 overspend and how to prevent it in the future.

Council discussed getting a direct contact with the sheriff’s office for city issues. Council Phares stated generally it does not work like that.

City clerk shared addresses with returned mail, addresses that have had liens placed on their property due to non-payment and addresses that are delinquent in their utility accounts.
COMMITTEES:
Streets – Council discussed there are many potholes in town that need addressed but the corner of Walcott and Davenport St need to most attention. The council agreed to patch these holes and wait until the county repairs the road to fix the entire thing. Council Manrique also shared he got 3 quotes for a new snowblade and asked that the approval of purchase be added to the next months agenda. 
Abatement – Council discussed having Mayor Moeller turn in an application to the Scott County Sheriff’s Office to serve abatement letters that have been returned via mail.
Sewer – Council Manrique shared that sewer employee Lange stated 3 of 4 sewer valves need replaced.
