PUBLIC COMMENT:
Mayor Elect Cole Waters introduced himself to the public and current council members. Resident Kirk Meyer had questions regarding the plan for plowing and city maintenance this winter. The council discussed with residents the update on previous complaints from the November meeting.
OLD BUSINESS:
A motion was made by Manrique to table the discussion on ending the 28E agreement with Scott County and having a paid building inspector and was seconded by Motz. Roll Call: All Ayes. MC
The city council discussed the feedback from the alley way letter sent to residents. The final consensus was 3 no votes and 1 yes vote. The council will move forward with the attorney to re-plat the area as a utility easement.

Council Manrique suggested that the city meet multiple times in the months of January and February to have the complete budget done by March 5, 2024.

The council discussed sending out mass mail to residents sharing the winter snow ordinance.
