The City Council of the City of Dixon, Iowa met for a regular meeting on Wednesday October 4, 2023, at 6:00 p.m. at Dixon City Hall Mayor Tweed presided.  Roll Call: Present: Manrique, Motz. Absent: Phares A motion was made by Motz to approve the consent agenda and was seconded by Manrique. Roll Call: All Ayes. MC
PUBLIC COMMENT:
Resident Dave Olive addressed the alley way behind Lynn St again and provided documentation that it is platted and would like the council to move forward with using it as an alley way. Mayor Tweed stated he would have the clerk mail letters to all houses effected by using that as an alley way for their public comment on the matter, if majority of residents are for the alleyway, then Mayor Tweed will move forward with a title search and graveling the alley way. 
NEW BUSINESS:
The council discussed the condition of the park by the Legion and sprucing it up or revamping some things. Council and Mayor Tweed agreed to investigate grants for the park and look for donations. 
The council discussed sending a thank you letter to Steve Laughlin for all his hard work on the Dixon Car Show. 

The Council discussed adopting an urban hen ordinance for the city to allow residents to legally have chickens in town.
Sewer Operator Nick Lange shared the sludge depth on Lagoon 1 was 14 inches and Lagoon 2 was 12 inches. Lange also shared the DNR recommends getting the lagoons dredged, council agreed to do it in the fall of 2023 or fall of 2024 for land application if they can get in contact with the owners of the nearing fields. Lange also shared the DNR has stated the weeds along the lagoon need sprayed, Clerk Tweed let Foreman Harvey know. Lange will also schedule a time for the Flow Meter to be checked and have the pump checked as well.
OLD BUSINESS:
Council and Clerk Tweed shared updates on the abatement letters and issue properties in town. The council discussed adding another property to the list and Clerk Tweed will send a letter to the owner.
The Council decided to discuss the dissolution of the Dixon Planning and Zoning Committee at the next meeting due to the absence of a council member.

MAYOR AND COUNCIL CLOSING COMMENTS:
The council discussed appropriate communication forms for residents to get in contact with council members and the mayor. Clerk Tweed shared after talking with the County Auditor that a council member cannot be turned away for not providing a contact method however they joined to be a voice for their citizens so they should be willing to listen or have communication. Council Manrique stated he would like to see communication stay the same if a resident has an issue, they can contact the city clerk. Mayor Tweed stated if the council wanted to keep communication like that then that’s how the city would move forward. A concerned resident stated that it sounds like Council Manrique doesn’t want to be bothered. Council Manrique stated that wasn’t the case. Mayor Tweed asked the city clerk to provide the council with a special email address, so residents are able to contact them directly.
Clerk Tweed shared the Scott County Health Department has been in contact with her regarding the property located at 206 Ogden St because they had been contacted about someone living in a shed. The owner of the property stated the person was not living in the shed, they were running a junk business out of it, and they would be moving everything by the first of the month. A concerned resident shared that it is against Dixon Code to run a junk business in town. Mayor Tweed stated if the issue isn’t resolved by the next meeting, the council will take action.

With nothing further to discuss Mayor Tweed adjourned the meeting at 6:50 p.m.
