All ayes.
       A motion to approve the $1,200.00 fee to Vollerstein, Britt & Gorselinen P.C. for the abstract fee for the sewer plant was made by Meyer with a second by Motz. All ayes.

       A motion to set Trick or Treat for October 31st from 6 to 8 p.m. was made by Meyer with a second by Motz. All Ayes.


       A motion to set fall clean-up day on October 16th from 7 a.m. to 11 a.m. was made by Tweed with a second by Meyer. All ayes.
Reports – Ganzer reported the Covid recovery funds available to the City in the amount of $37,404.94 have been applied for. Ganzer noted the funds are restricted in how they can be spent but the Fire Department & the basketball court are acceptable items. Mayor Laughlin will speak with the fire department regarding PPE and obtain prices to redo the basketball courts. Any additional fund could be spent on the small park that is in city limits.
