The City Council of the City of Dixon, Iowa met for a regular meeting on Wednesday September 6, 2023, at 6:00 p.m. at Dixon City Hall Mayor Tweed presided.  Roll Call: Present: Phares, Manrique, Motz. A motion was made by Motz to approve the consent agenda and was seconded by Phares. Roll Call: All Ayes. MC
PUBLIC COMMENT:
The resident who owns 205 Lynn St stated he is making progress on the house, and it will be set back down on the foundation in a couple weeks and requested the council does not move forward with the condemnation process. A resident asked if the council cared if his nephew still hunted the lagoon property for early and late goose season. Council Approved. Brian Flynn planning and zoning commission asked the council if they would like to completely turn over the zoning control to the county. Council members asked Clerk Tweed and Flynn to bring a comparison of county and city codes to decide how to go forward.
NEW BUSINESS:
The council discussed appropriate ways of communication for residents and council members. The council discussed everyone having keys to city hall and checking the answering machine. Council Phares said he would make 3 keys for city hall for all 3 council members. Council Manrique addressed concerns regarding his phone number being public knowledge, Clerk Tweed stated she would contact the county auditor and find the information regarding council members’ phone numbers.
OLD BUSINESS:
The council discussed with Public Works Foreman Harvey about properties with long grass and weeds that have received abatement letters. The council shared with Harvey the next steps for the abatement properties and what specific addresses need taken care of first. The council addressed the damaged garage door and gave Foreman Harvey a contact to call to fix the door.
The Council addressed the request for an alley way behind Lynn St. Clerk Tweed shared information she received from the city attorney. The council stated one of the affected residents has stated they do not want the alleyway so they will not move forward with it.

The council discussed the next steps in the Dahms property, the attorney shared that there were two legal descriptions of the property, and the council would need to get an official description of the property before moving forward. Council Phares made a motion to have Abbitt Survey & Development survey the property and was seconded by Motz. Roll Call: All Ayes.
Mayor Tweed addressed the tools that were given to the city by the previous public works foreman and stated he was asking $1,000 for them. Council Motz made a motion to pay Eldon Pewe $1,000 for the tools and was seconded by Manrique. Roll Call: All Ayes

MAYOR AND COUNCIL CLOSING COMMENTS:
Council Manrique addressed concerns with the drainage tube inlet at the basketball court. Mayor Tweed asked Clerk Tweed to contact Jebb Marten and see if he was willing to finish the project.

Council members addressed concerns from residents with the property located at 307 Walcott St. Council members asked Clerk Tweed to contact the homeowner and the city attorney to see what the city can do to address the issues.

With nothing further to discuss Mayor Tweed adjourned the meeting at 6:55 p.m.
